·SCIP-VTE 1: Surgical patients with recommended venous 
thromboembolism prophylaxis ordered

·SCIP-VTE 2: Surgery patient who received appropriate 
venous thromboembolism prophylaxis within 24 hours 
prior to surgery to 24 hours after surgery 

·SCIP-VTE 3: Intra- and postoperative pulmonary embolism 
(PE) diagnosed during index hospitalization and within 30 
days of surgery 

·SCIP-VTE 4: Intra- and postoperative deep vein thrombosis 
(DVT) diagnosed during index hospitalization and within 
30 days of surgery
